This visa is appropriate for students ••
who want to study for six months 
or longer, though applications for a 
shorter period are possible.

To get a CAS certificate students 
must:

Provide evidence of their level of ••
English, which must be Level CEFR B1 
(intermediate) or above. We accept 
IELTS, TOEIC certificates or certificates 
from accredited schools. If this cannot 
be supplied students will be required 
to take the Password Intro Test which 
must be taken in the offices of a 
registered agent. The results of this 
test will be confirmed by an interview 
conducted by The English Studio 
using Skype.

Pass a Skype interview conducted ••
by The English Studio to assess their 
intent to attend and complete their 
course.

Immigration Advice
The English Studio has two advisors 
who are authorised by the Office for 
Immigration Services (OISC) to give 
initial immigration advice on entry 
clearance and leave to remain in the 
UK.

Agent information
Being an agent is more than recommending a good school to study 

English. It’s helping our students prepare for a new life in a different 

country, from helping with the visa procedures to making sure they’ve 

arrived safe and sound.

The main aim of the is to guide agents on what is expected of them 

during the enrolment process. We want to make sure our agents are fully 

briefed on courses, accommodation and other services, which will avoid 

constant changes in bookings and reduce time and costs at both ends.

Enrolling Students
When agents apply to become our 
business partners, they must create 
a password that will enable them 
to access the online Agents’ Area. 
Agents must first register at www.
the-englishstudio.com/agents. They 
will then be able to enrol students via 
the Agent’s Area. This is the fastest 
and easiest ways for both agents and 
the school, as we can be sure we 
have received all details to process 
the booking.

It is extremely important the agents 
provide correct and updated contact 
details about the students (and never 
the agent’s details). Bookings will 
only be confirmed once we make 
sure all students’ details have been 
correctly provided. We send invoices 
to confirm to agents that we have 
accepted that student and we have 
a place in the class that the student 
has requested. 
If a student is applying for a visa, 
agents must send an email to 
bookings@the-englishstudio.com  
with the required documents. To  
apply for a visa through Tier 4, 
students must show:
- Passport;
- Certificate;
- Bank statements.

If students are not applying for Tier 4, 
a copy of the passport is still required. 
Payment must be confirmed in 
advance before we issue a visa letter.

CAS number will be 
created and after that, dates cannot be 
changed anymore.

When students receive their visas, 
please send an email with a copy of the 
visa and flight details. Accommodation 
will then be booked.
Once it’s confirmed, accommodation 
dates can only be changed 14 
days before the arrival. After that, 
cancellation fees apply.
Two weeks before the students arrive, 
placement test will be sent to the email 
addresses provided on their enrolment. 
This test will help us place students in 
one of our classes. Centres cannot be 
guaranteed to students in advance. The 
students’ class details will be emailed 
to the students with a map of how to 
get to the centre where they will be 
attending classes.

Refunds will only be given if a student is 
refused a visa. In such cases, the school 
must receive a copy of the visa refusal 
letter. The school keeps £100 (or 10% 
of the full cost if the course is less than 
24 weeks). Registration fees will not be 
refunded under any circumstances.

If, for any reason, bank statements 
were not provided and the visa is 
refused because the student could 
not show a means of supporting 
themselves, the student will not be 
entitled to a refund.

There will be no refund if the student 
or agent does not submit the same 
documents in the visa applicaiton that 
were used to obtain the CAS from the 
school.

All accommodation cancellations must 
be received by email during working 
hours, from Monday to Friday between 
8 am and 5 pm.
We do not refund airport transfer if 
students are refused entry at the airport 
or if there are delays on flights.
